	Level 2
	2nd Offence
	Refer the incident to the club coach, who will speak to the individual/s involved. A report will be submitted to the club committee.

	Level 3
	3rd Offence
	Match ban. The number will depend on the severity of the offence and be decided by the committee.

	Level 4
	4th Offence
	The individual /s involved will have their membership terminated by the committee.
